Christine Stroup-Benham — Assistant Vice Chancellor, Institutional Research & Effectiveness
e OIRE has moved over to using Tableau, which is a new data visualization program. Faculty data is

currently being worked on but it is complicated due to the nature of faculty definitions.
e E-Ferpais being moved to OIT, they are currently working on a statement of work, OIT will support
the technology for E-Ferpa, but OIRE will continue to liaise between the campus and OIT.

Carrie Markerewicz — Chair of the Faculty Council Communications Committee
e They are trying to promote shared governance through better system wide communication.
They hope to turn CU Connection into a vehicle for shared governance and community.
0 They are asking for short editorial faculty pieces. They are wondering if this is
something the faculty would like, and they have brainstormed the idea of offering a
small stipend. These would be Op-ed style pieces from the faculty.

unsafe or uncomfortable.

e The team is multidisciplinary with Police, HR, Staff, and Faculty.

e They mainly work to address issues that are brought to their attention through their email,
which is listed on their webpage.

e They entertain reports ranging from concerning behavior, self-harm, to threats with the
goal of stopping things before they come to violence.

e They use a five point scale from the national institute of threat assessment.

e If you are feeling uncomfortable with a situation please bring it up. We look at things from
the lowest level and see if there is movement.

e There was a request from the faculty assembly that this information be disseminated
better.

Bruce Neumann motions to vote on grade forgiveness policy with amendments to bar
courses failed based on academic dishonesty, a change of the grade threshold to below a C-,
a mandated review after 5 years, and an 18-hour cap.

o Sam Walker seconded, 19 yes — 3 against — 0 abstentions
